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Serie Oceanológica is an open-access Cuban journal. It publishes articles on different subjects of Marine Sciences in Spanish and English. Its articles are original and constitute direct results of marine and coastal investigations in Cuba, Latin America and the Caribbean.

Articles must be sent to the Main Editor to espinosa@oceano.inf.cu. Once an article is received, the corresponding author will receive communication on whether it fulfills the requirements to begin the arbitration process. The proposed articles are subject to peer review, using the double blind system (anonymous reviewers and authors). During the review process, it will be accepted that the article is resent up to three times. Authors will have a one-week term to complete the suggested modifications. Reviewers can recommend to the Publishing Committee that the article is: 

· Accepted.  

· Accepted with modifications.  

· Rejected. 

Articles must be accompanied by a Letter to the Editor stating that the manuscript is original and has not been published previously or submitted for consideration in any other scientific magazine, and that the author has the copyrights of the photographs included in the work. It should also include the written agreement of all the authors to send this manuscript to be considered by Serie Oceanológica for its publication, and that the corresponding author is personally responsible for the reception of commentaries and revisions that could derive from the review process, serving as a nexus between the journal and the coauthors. Finally, authors should be aware that the final arbitration opinion of the article is unquestionable.  

Copyright. Serie Oceanológica is an Open Access journal; therefore, it is allowed to copy, reproduce and transmit its contents provided that the original source is cited.  

Extension of the works: 
Works to be considered include original and unpublished articles (up to 15 pages, including Tables and Figures), bibliographical reviews (7 pages) and scientific notes (3 pages). More extensive works will be published only exceptionally and after approval of the Publishing Committee. 

Works must be written in Microsoft Word/Windows text processor, using "letter" paper size (8.5 x 11 inch.) and Arial 11 point font. Margins should be 2.5 cm on the four sides. Spacing should be 1.5 lines. No space should be left between paragraphs. Indentation should be 5 strokes of the spacebar at the beginning of each paragraph. 

Main headings will be written in capital and bold letters without full period, and subtitles in capital and small letters in bold. If it is necessary to use a third level, it must be in italics and bold, and a fourth level would be in capital and small letters in bold, followed by a period. 

Tables and figures should preferably be included in the text, in the most suitable place according to the criterion of the author. Figures must have good quality and be in JPEG format. Figure captions and table titles must appear in Spanish and English. In tables, use only horizontal lines to separate fields. The International Unit System will be used. In articles written in Spanish, a comma will be used to express decimals; while in articles written in English, a period will be used.  

Use only standard abbreviations. The first time that an abbreviation is used, it will be preceded by the unabbreviated term, unless it is a standard measurement unit (mL, cm, kg, etc.). 

In taxonomic works, to make reference to new species it must be specified at least collector, catalogue number, date and locality of collection, as well as place where these specimens are deposited.  

STRUCTURE OF THE ARTICLES 

☞ Title. In English and Spanish. It must be concise and descriptive. Use capital letter only at the beginning and for proper names. Justified. 

☞ Full name of the authors and their institutional affiliations. Authors with different affiliations will be indicated with consecutive asterisks at the end of the author’s name, and in the next paragraph, the symbol with the corresponding affiliation. In addition, the mailing address of each author and the electronic mail of the corresponding author must be indicated. 

☞ Acknowledgements or Financing. Only if necessary.  

☞ Abstract/Resumen. Heading in capital and bold letter without period. Text written as a block. It must provide the context or background of the work, the objective, basic procedure used, main results and conclusions that derive from the study. Extension: up to 250 words. After the Abstract, the authors will propose a maximum of five Keywords.  

☞ Introduction. It must express the context or background of the study and enunciate the objective of the investigation or the hypothesis to be proven. Only the strictly necessary references should be included. 

☞ Materials and Methods. They will be as concise as possible, and will contain all the necessary information to allow for any experienced investigator to evaluate the used methodology. The study area, sampling stations, statistical analysis and/or experimental design should be specified. Describe statistical methods, in case they are used, in sufficient detail; present the suitable indicators of error or uncertainty. Define the abbreviations and symbols of statistical terms. 

☞ Results and Discussion. They are also allowed in separate sections. Results must appear in a logical sequence, as clear as possible. Do not repeat in the text the data of tables or illustrations. In the discussion on the validity of the obtained results, emphasize the most novel and important aspects of the study, in relation to results obtained by other authors. Do not repeat in detail data that appear in the introduction or the "Results" section. Personal communications must be avoided. In case a personal communication is indispensable, it must be mentioned in the text but not in the "List of bibliographical references". Examples:  

1. Juan Perez states (personal communication, May 10th, 2009) that…
2. According to Juan Perez (personal communication, May 10th, 2009), … 

☞ Conclusions. They are not obligatory. They can be highlighted in a separate section provided that they have not been included in the Discussion.  

☞ References.  All the documents cited in the text must be included in this list. Citations must follow APA standards (Annex 1). 

STRUCTURE OF THE BIBLIOGRAPHICAL REVIEW (7 pages)  

Criteria are the same as those for the Scientific Article, only that it includes Title (in both languages), Authors and affiliation, Introduction, Review (text of the work), Conclusions (optional), and References. Bibliographical Reviews will be published as articles within the journal. 

STRUCTURE OF THE SCIENTIFIC NOTE (3 pages) 

The Scientific Note has a divulging character. It includes Title (in both languages), Authors and affiliation, followed by the text of the note. The Scientific Note will be published under Brief Contributions section.
